If solid and
stately has more appeal, then the
Rolls-Royce Phantom Bespoke
Collection will be more suitable,
for a tidy R5-million.

Zunaid Moti, owner of the
Future Exotics Lifestyle
Emporium at the V&A Waterfront
in Cape Town, says despite the
downward economic spiral, the
sale of exotic cars, boats, yachts,
helicopters and planes remains
relatively steady.

Just a couple of months ago
Future Exotics sold a Rolls-Royce
Phantom Drophead for R8-million,
and a Lamborghini Gallardo
Superleggera for R3.4-million.
